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Materials Needed:
1. Cardboard paper towel tube
2. Scotch tape or glue

3. Markers or crayons

4. Scissors

Directions:

1. Read the meanings of each totem animal.

2. Color each totem animal.

3. Cut out the totems that represent you or your family. Use the gray dotted lines as a guide.

4. Use the blank page to create your own totem symbols. Write the meaning of each symbol on the blank lines.
5. Cut two - 1/4” slits at the top of the cardboard tube for the Thunderbird.

You will need a total of 5 totems for the pole + the Thunderbird.
